Now, some people claim that at times St. Paul seems harsh, but on closer reading and contemplation, we see that he is often right on the mark. Look, for example, what he says in the letter he wrote to the people at Philippi, which was a city of importance in northeastern Greece:


“…many…conduct themselves as enemies of the cross of Christ.


Their end is destruction. Their God is their stomach…their minds 


are occupied with earthly things. But our citizenship is in heaven

          and from it we await a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ. He will re-


make our lowly body to conform with His glorified body…”

Living properly, as described by St. Paul in so many of his writings, demonstrates to others that we are truly followers of Christ; our right living manifests the glory of God here on earth. We should aspire to nothing less.
